Tapestry carpet "TUNDRA"

A tapestry carpet the total area of ​​which occupies more than 50 square meters was created in the author's manual weaving technique and embodies. The properties of textiles close to the nature of flowers, mosses and grasses allow to perfectly convey the beauty of the Tundra.

The visual language of the threads is unique in a way that allows you to work simultaneously with both color and texture. The "TUNDRA" project is a reflection upon the new "Silk Road", which unites the "new nature" born by the artist and the ancient craft. In this man-made tundra the East and West are closely intertwined by the tradition and laboriousness of the technique of oriental carpet weaving on one hand, and the European view of contemporary art, the desire for new ideas and forms of their embodiment on the other.



Elena Tkachenko

Elena Tkachenko is a well-known Saint-Petersburg artist who works and experiments with textile, painting, graphics and photography. She dedicates most of her time to art textile creating masterpieces in traditional and innovative techniques combining tapestry, gobelin, embroidery, and prints.
Her educational background plays an important role in her professional formation and development: from 1989  she was a student of Boris Migal at Saint-Petersburg Academy of Arts.
Her original works have enriched the collections of such famous museums as the State Hermitage (Section of Russian Costume, XXI century) and the Palace of Congresses in Konstantinovskiy Palace in Saint-Petersburg, Art Museum Chendzhou Hainan Province, China.
Her masterpieces have also become the object of pride of private collectors in Russia and abroad, among whom we should mention the HRH Princess Michael of Kent. 
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
